Roman Army

The Roman army consisted of professional soldiers who were expected to stay in the army for at least 25 years. Over time if a soldier fought well and showed leadership quality he could become a centurion in charge of a group of legionaries consisting of 80 soldiers.

A Century consisted of 80 legionaries with 59 centuries making up a legion. There were about 30 legions in the Roman army.  The army also included a separate cavalry.
