Biology Experiment
Hands-on experimentation is one of the best ways to teach biology. The best experiments are designed to get students actively involved in the subject matter. 
To test short term memory get a tray or a large plate. Put 10 to 20 objects on the tray, then cover them with a towel or cloth. Tell your subjects that you have a number of objects on the tray and that you want them to remember as many items as possible. Also tell them that they will have only one minute to view them. 
Take off the cover from the tray and start timing one minute. After one minute, cover up the tray. Have your subjects write down all the items that they can remember. Could they remember all of the items? Are there any items that were forgotten by all the subjects?
