Rome the Legend
In a dispute over where Rome should be located, Remus was killed by his twin brother Romulus.  This allowed Romulus to found and then name the city of Rome after himself. However, archaeological evidence supports the view that Rome grew from pastoral settlements on the Palatine Hill and took many centuries to become a powerful empire through military conquest.
